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As you may be aware, Swine Influenza A(H1N1), a re-assorted swine flu virus is causing epidemic in Mexico and has spread to neighboring United States and other countries. According to WHO, as on 3rd May 2009, 18 countries have officially reported 898 cases of influenza A(H1N1) infection. Mexico has reported 506 confirmed cases of human infection including 19 deaths. US government has reported 226 laboratory confirmed cases including 1 death. The following 16 countries have reported laboratory confirmed cases with no deaths - Austria (1), Canada (85), China, Hong Kong Special Administrative Region (1), Costa Rica (1), Denmark (1), France (2), Germany (8), Ireland (1), Israel (3), Italy (1), Netherlands (1), New Zealand (4), Republic of Korea (1), Spain (40), Switzerland(1) and the United Kingdom (15).  

It is hereby notified for international travelers entering India that health screening of passengers coming from affected countries is continuing in 19 airports at Ahmedabad, Amritsar, Bangalore, Calicut, Chennai, Cochin, Coimbatore, Delhi, Goa Hyderabad, Jaipur, Kolkata, Lucknow, Mumbai, Nagpur, Pune, Srinagar, Trichy and Varanasi. 126 doctors and 71 paramedics have been deployed to man 51 counters at the above airports.
The travelers from such affected countries are hereby informed of our requirements concerning screening, quarantine which would involve hospitalization and other procedural requirements, in case of detection of symptoms associated with influenza virus A(H1N1), at their cost, should they be detected with H1N1 virus on arrival at any port of entry into India.
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
