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Highlights of “100 Days Plans” of Different Ministries of Government of India

Ministry for Human Resource Development, Department of Higher Education

· Form an autonomous overarching authority for Higher Education and Research based on the recommendations of Yashpai Committee and National Knowledge Commission

· Draft a law to regulate entry and operation of Foreign Educational Providers

· Draft a law to amend the Copyright Act, 1957 to address the concerns relating to copyrights and related rights of the various stake holders

· Formulate a 'Brain-Gain' policy to attract talent from across the world to the existing and new institutions

· Establish model degree colleges in 100 districts with significant population of weaker sections and the minorities

· Sanction 100 women's hostels in higher educational institutions located in districts with significant population of weaker sections and the minorities

· Operationalize newly established 12 Central Universities and 2 new IITs

· Introduce academic reforms (semester system, choice-based credit system, regular revision of syllabi, impetus to research, etc. which are already mandated under the Central Universities Act, 2009) in other Central Educational Institutions 

· Provide 5000 colleges/university departments with broadband internet connectivity under the "National Mission on Education through ICT"

· Provide assistance to States to establish at least 100 new polytechnics (over and above assistance already provided for 50 polytechnics in the last financial year) in districts without any polytechnic at present. States would also be assisted for the construction of 100 women's hostels in the existing polytechnics and for upgrading 50 existing polytechnics

Ministry for Heavy Industries & Public Enterprises

· Take forward the Agreement for international acquisition of Super Critical Boiler & Generator Technology

· Approve the ‘Schemes for Enhancing the Competitiveness of the Capital Goods Sector’.

· Revitalise the commercial vehicle sector

· Set-up a National Automobile Design Institute

· Create an Automotive Development Fund

· Formulate a comprehensive energy efficiency plant for all its Public Sector.

· A comprehensive MoU would be drawn up by DHI on Performance Management in the Department.

· Draw up a comprehensive plan for skill development in automobile, heavy electrical and engineering and machine tool sectors.

· Replicate the Chennai Intelligent Transport Project in Mumbai and Delhi.

· Commission the Forging Industry Research Institute of India (FIRII) being developed at Chhakan, Pune, Maharashtra.

· Complete synchronisation of several thermal and hydro projects

· Enter into joint ventures for super critical thermal power plants

· Supply stainless steel energy efficient EMU coaches to Indian Railways

· Publish the first All India Survey of the State Level Public Enterprises (SLPEs)

· Bring out guidelines for a comprehensive policy on Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) for the CPSEs covering all aspects i.e. planning, implementation, funding and monitoring of CSR activities undertaken by them.

· Introduce a new category of ‘Maharatna’ classification for big sized, high profit Central Public Sector Enterprises (CPSEs). 

Ministry of Food Processing Industries

· Set up as 350 Food Processing Units within the next 100 days

· Raise level of processing which has already gone up to 10 percent with consequent wastage of perishables coming down from Rs. 58,000 crore a year to less than Rs 50,000 crore

· Commission a study to ascertain/identify the requirements of the industry for trained manpower within the next 100 days

· Inaugurate the first phase of the National Institute of Food Technology, Enterpreneurship and Management (NIFTEM)

· Inaugurate the 1st phase of upgraded Indian institute of Crop Processing Technology (IICPT), Thanjavur which is taking shape as an International Centre of Excellence“.

· Commission two Integrated Cold Chain Projects and the first processing unit in the country’s first Mega Food Park.

Ministry of Road Transport & Highways

· Accord top most priority to the development of road infrastructure in Jammu & Kashmir and North East states in its 100-day agenda.

· Fast track 30 PPP sub -projects so as to get all clearances before the end of September and put them for awarding.

· Fix time-lines for the various approvals and it is expected that 30 projects will be awarded as result of these clearances to ensure that the projects are ready for awarding at the earliest. The Ministry aims to construct 7000 km of road per year.

· The four- laning of the National Highway from Jammu to Srinagar is proposed in the plan. This will be done on BOT Annuity basis in six packages.

Ministry of Chemicals and Fertiliser's

· Upgrade Fertilizer Monitoring System (FMS)

· Generate various feasible options for revival of closed units of Hindustan Fertilizer Corporation Limited and Fertilizers Corporation of India before 30th August, 2009.

· Restructure sick PSU’s

· Revisit investment policy in urea and P&K (Phosphorous & Potassium) sectors and draft a comprehensive policy

· Amend certain provisions of the New Pricing Scheme Stage-III (NPS-III)

· World class investment hubs in the chemicals and Petrochemicals sectors through provision of state of the art infrastructure under the Petroleum Chemicals and Petrochemicals Investment Region Policy (PCPIR)

· Affordable medicines for all: To decide Policy Initiatives and Action Plan

· Formulate New Pharma Policy: For holistic development of Pharma industry

· Revive Indian Drugs and Pharmaceuticals Limited: To utilize idle capacity

· Fully operationalise 6 new National Institutes of Pharmaceutical Education and Research (NIPERS).

· Create infrastructure facilities for R&D sector and improve manpower skills in the Pharma Sector.

Ministry of Power

· Set up Special Advisory Group to monitor projects

· Target addition of 5,653 MW of power generation in its 100-days

· Set up a Special Advisory Group (SAG) to monitor the capacity addition and implementation of various power projects.

· Identify bottlenecks in timely completion of the ongoing projects

· Focus on the flagship rural electrification scheme, Rajiv Gandhi Grameen Vidyutikaran Yojana (RGGVY), reduction of transmission and distribution losses and aggregate technical and commercial losses.

· Take necessary steps to operationalize open access by implementing various measures laid down in the Electricity Act, 2003, National Electricity Policy and the Tariff Policy.

· Augment testing facilities with online short circuit testing of Transformers

· Review the capacity addition under construction so as to ensure that like X Plan there is no slippage and the planned capacity addition is attained during the XI Plan.

Ministry of Coal

· Commence the ‘Forward e-auction’ for actual consumers for meeting their long term requirement. Coal India Ltd. (CIL) is in the process of launching this scheme after completing the registration and verification of actual consumers intending to avail this scheme.

· Publish appropriate guidelines to enable coal companies to adopt the same for closure of mines.

· Set up an Empowered Committee of Secretaries to consider the proposals of Coal India Limited for investment abroad which are beyond its financial powers of Rs.1000 crore.

· Publish guidelines for Underground Coal gasification projects. These being a new activity/ technology, operational guidelines are required to be framed for proper exploitation.

· Post the Satellite imagery based reports on land restoration/reclamation on website (for 35 projects) and to follow these up with Annual updates to provide a mechanism for proper monitoring of the mined out areas.

Ministry of Shipping

· Award 5 more PPP projects in 100 days. These include Coal Terminal at Paradip Port, Mormugao Port, Container Terminal at Ennore and Tuticorin and Iron Ore Handling Facility at New Mangalore Port.

· Acquire 3 Trailer Suction Hopper Dredgers (TSHDs) at an estimated cost of Rs. 1570 crores.

· Set up Revised Policy Guidelines to enhance port efficiency

· Declare Andaman & Nicobar Islands and Lakshwadeep as Major Ports

· Give priority to acquisition of Ships by Shipping Corporation of India

· Strengthen the Indian Maritime University. The Government had setup the Central University in Chennai on November 14, 2008 with campuses at Kolkata, Mumbai and Visakhapatnam.

· Implement the 2nd Phase of Capital Dredging of National Waterways No.3
Ministry of Mines

· Improve the regulatory environment. Suitable legal measures will be taken to make the regulatory environment conducive to private investment.

· Give primacy to “Seamlessness” and “first-in-time” for grant of mineral concessions.

· Put out all survey and exploration data, maps and reports on Web Portal to facilitate private sector participation in mineral exploration.

· Prepare new legislation to give effect to the National Mineral Policy including aspects relating to:

· Transparency and simplicity in the concession regime.

· Regulatory environment.

· Sustainable development framework.

· Create a database to build a Mineral Resource Inventory and a Mining Tenement Registry.

· Enable acquisition by Geological Survey of India (GSI) of high end equipment for survey, including a deep sea research vessel, geotechnical vessel and a heliborne sensor system

· Take up on priority, the procurement action for new sophisticated equipment for laboratory studies including for SHRIMP for geochronological studies.

· Develop a Sustainable Development Framework for the Mining Sector which meets the guiding principles of the National Mineral Policy.

· Initiate a Pilot Project within 60 days for creation of a Mining Tenement Registry.

· Finalize exploration programmes and projects in consultation with all stakeholders in line

· The United Nations Framework Classification (UNFC) will be uniformly applied by IBM and GSI for all their work and GSI’s Field Season mineral investigations from October 2009 will be UNFC compliant.

· Increase system transparency and enhance Internet/Intranet applications for:-

· Mineral concession processing approvals.

· Mining plan clearances.

· Progressive and final mine closures.

Ministry of Tourism

· The Institutes of Hotel Management (IHMs) are initiating a six to eight week fast track skill training programme for youth under twenty five years of age.

· Ministry of Tourism has initiated the Scheme for Certification of skills of those service providers who are working in the hospitality sector.

· Promote ‘Domestic Tourism’ in six regions of North, South, West, Central, East and North-East.

· Promote ‘Caravan Tourism’ in India

· Organize Wellness Tourism Road Shows in Overseas markets

· Formulate plans for construction of helipads/heliports at selected destinations

Ministry of Steel

· Accelerate the pace of steel capacity addition projects in the country

· Realize 124 million tonne steel capacity, projected by the year 2011-12, by way of policy facilitation and vigorous coordination efforts.

· Set up a 3 million tonne per annum (MTPA) Integrated Steel Plant at Nagarnar in Chattisgarh with a capital investment of Rs. 16,000 crore. Short list technology providers and finalize appropriate technology specifications for ISP during next 100 days.

· Endeavour to reopen Panna Diamond Mine within the next three months.

· Enable the Merger of Sponge Iron India Limited with NMDC Limited to ensure improved synergy and growth for both companies.

Ministry of Housing and Urban Poverty Alleviation

· Formulate Rajiv Awas Yojana for the slum dwellers and the urban poor

· Explore partnerships between the urban poor, municipalities, parastatal authorities, State and Central Governments and private developers

· Develop a model legal framework for consideration by States/UTs for according property rights to slumdwellers/urban poor.

· Support an Inclusive City Campaign involving all stakeholders to alter the existing city planning model and prepare ‘inclusive’ Master Plans/City Development Plans

· Endeavour to include cities with population of 5 lakhs and more under JNNURM

· Launch independent social audit for BSUP and IHSDP projects. A Manual on Social Audit will be prepared and circulated to States/UTs to guide them to undertake social audit of projects.

· Set up two committees for:

· working out the parameters for estimating the number of households under three categories of ‘affordability’ – Economically Weaker Section (EWS), Low Income Group (LIG) and Lower Middle Income Group (LMIG) 

· promotion of housing micro finance company

· Launch skill development programme for employment promotion for the urban poor for 10 lakhs over the next 5 years, starting with 2 lakhs in 2009-10.

Ministry of Urban Development

· Include cities having population of 5 lakhs and above under Jawaharlal Nehru National Urban Renewal Mission (JNNURM).  This will mean adding 28 more cities to the current list of 65 Mission cities.

· Endeavour delivery of 8 services under the National Mission Mode Project (NMMP) on e-Governance in Municipalities:

· Registration and issue of birth certificate

· Payment of property tax & utility bills 

· Citizen grievances

· Building plan approvals

· Procurements and monitoring of projects

· Health programmes including licenses and solid waste management

· Accounting system and

· Personal Information System

· Formally launch the work on Chennai metro (45 kms at a cost of Rs. 14, 600 crores) and Mumbai Metro Line 2 from Charkop to Mankhurd via Bandra (32 kms at a cost of Rs. 7,660 crores).

· Commission the National Capital (NCR) Region of Delhi connection to Delhi Metro with NOIDA link in August 2009. 

· Functionalize the Metro in Gurgaon in January 2010. It shall get connected to Delhi by June 2010.

· Made available substantial assistance for purchase of 15,220 modern buses for city transport for 61 mission cities.

· Provide assistance in procurement of such buses in 118 cities having a population of two lakhs and above.  The excise duty on public buses was reduced from 16 to 12 percent, and it was further reduced from 12 to 8 per cent in January 2009.

· Open Centres of Excellence to take up research and training in various aspects of urban development.

· Develop sustainable habitat parameters within next three months.

· Support 50 cities for drawing up the City Sanitation Plans. 

· Develop Sports Complexes, multi-gyms for the citizens of Delhi. 

· Provide 50% reservation for women in Urban Local Bodies

Ministry of Health & Family Welfare

· Operationalize a web-based Health Management Information System (HMIS) by 31st July 2009

· Expedite the setting up of 8 AIIMS like institutions and upgrade 19 State medical institutions across the country

· Formulate a comprehensive medium and long term policy within the next three months for meeting the deficiencies of human resources in health sector.  This would also include the initiation of setting up of a National Council for Human Resources in Health as an over-arching regulatory body.

· Create a Central Drug Authority, an autonomous body to regulate drugs and pharmaceutical products.

· Identify difficult, most difficult and inaccessible areas, particularly in hilly states, North Eastern States and tribal areas in other states for focused health improvement.

· Make funds available for contractual appointments and provide significantly higher monetary incentives based on location of posting.
